Harvard is a rural community with few local retailers; our community hasembraced the
opportunity to buy delicious, healthfulfoods here in town while supporting local producers.
Because our small town is bustling on the weekends with sporting events and other weekend
activities, the open-air Market is always filled withshoppersfrom Harvard and our
neighboringtowns. We have great musicians playing at the Market each week, as well as
special events throughout the Market season.

The Harvard FarmersÕ Market will be held on Saturday mornings from August 28 through
October30, 2010,from 9-12:00noon (with the exception of Columbus Day weekend, when
the Market is closed).We are openrain or shine, with set-up beginning at 7:45a.m.

Spaces
will be assigned to vendors on a first-come-first-serve basis.If your product wonÕt last all
season,you may insteadchoose to reserve a spot for specific weeksÐ theseweekly spaces
can be reserved for $25eachweek.
